The risk indicator assumes you keep the product for 5 years. The actual risk can vary significantly if you cash in at an early stage
and you may get back less. You may not be able to sell your product easily or may have to sell at a price that significantly impacts
on how much you get back.

The summary risk indicator is a guide to the level of risk of this product compared to other products. It shows how likely it is that the product will lose money because of
movements in the markets or because we are not able to pay you.

We have classified this product as 3 out of 7, which is a medium-low risk class. This rates the potential losses from future performance of the underlying at a medium-
low level and the potential for us to be unable to pay you any amounts due as very unlikely.

Main factors likely to affect future returns on the product

Your return on the product at the end of the recommended holding period will principally be affected by (1) the price at which you purchase the product, (2) the
performance of the underlying over the recommended holding period and (3) the ability of the issuer to make payments that become due on the product. The value of
the product before the maturity date will also be affected by general economic and market conditions, the volatility of the underlying (which is a measure of the extent
of movement in the level of the underlying), interest rates, the remaining time to maturity and the ability of the issuer to make payments.

What could affect my return positively?

» The product provides a return in the form of fixed rate interest payments and, as such, there are no factors that could positively affect your return.

3. What happens if the manufacturer is unable to pay out?

4. What are the costs?

The Reduction in Yield (RIY) shows what impact the total costs you pay will have on the investment return you might get. The total costs take into account one-off, ongoing and incidental costs.

Disregarding the impact on your return in that scenario, the estimated entry and exit costs as a percentage of the product notional amount are estimated to be 3.03% if
you cash in after 1 year, 3.03% if you cash in after 3 years and 2.53% if you cash in at the end of the recommended holding period.
